She was
assembled in San Jose and was originally

Clearwater Aqua in color. Unfortunately, the data
plate has been removed, I'm assuming when a previous owner painted it black. All of the chrome and
emblems are original as far as | can tell. The previous owner modded it out just a little with a 570 Holley
carb and Borla exhaust that kick out in front of the rear tires. He also just put on 17" American Racing
wheels with new tires. With the help of Kevin and Jon, | replaced the water pump and redid all of the
drum brakes, new springs, wheel cylinders, & shoes.

Our plans are to restore it to like original condition. We will keep it black, as neither of us like the
aqua color. Our plans are to have the Shelby racing stripes in a matching silvery gray to the wheels. |
plan on redoing the interior this summer. We already have new seat covers for the front seats. | will
replace the carpet (faded) & door panels (torn and falling apart) and refurbish all of the interior
hardware, replacing only what is broken, or | break, | will try not to!
